2020 ESTATE RED MOUNTAIN
 SAUVIGNON BLANC

In 1975 our family planted the �rst vineyard on Red Mountain, an area now known for 
producing some of the world’s most powerful, opulent wines of distinction. For three 
generations we’ve worked together on our farm to grow exciting, vineyard-driven 
wines that capture the essence of the Red Mountain AVA.

Prior to our 2019 acquisition of Artz Vineyard, we hadn’t grown Sauvignon Blanc or 
Semillon on Red Mountain. The addition of white Bordeaux cultivars to our Red 
Mountain repertoire has been eye-opening; they produce wines with exceptional 
depth and purity. 

Winemaker Tyler Williams wanted to emphasize layering and texture here, so we 
utilized clay amphora eggs and a gentle oak regimen to di�erentiate this wine from 
our other whites. The end-result is seriously delicious; Artz Vineyard is perfect for 
Sauvignon Blanc in this style. It's riper, fuller, and more complex than most stain-
less-steel examples, and perfectly suited to headline at your next sit-down dinner. 

VINTAGE NOTES STATISTICS

2020 heat and precipitation on Red Moun-
tain tracked very closely with 2018 and 2019 
averages. Grapes ripened on time and with 
very little disease/pest pressure. Yields were 
great and quality was high; another stellar 
Red Mountain vintage!
